Bioluminescence

Do you know seas can glow and glitter? But not due to sunlight coming down from
the surface. It's light that is produced by a wide variety of animals that live there. Most
bioluminescent organism are found in the ocean, these bioluminescent marine species
include fish bacteria and jellies. Some bioluminescent organism including fireflies and
fungiare found on land. Glowing fungi have been used by tribes to light the way to dense
jungle. The light emitted by a bioluminescent organism is produced by the energy
released from chemical reaction occurring inside the organism. The light can be
produced by organism themselves or by symbiotic bacterial strain. Bioluminescence
results from chemical reaction that occur between light emitting molecules luciferin and
an enzyme luciferase. In this reaction luciferin reacts with oxygen in the presence of
luciferase resulting in the formation of an excited state molecule called oxyluciferin. As
oxyluciferin returns to its ground state, it release excess energy in the form of visible light.
Bioluminescence is adaptation for most of marine organism, that help them survive
better in their habitat. Some squid shootout bioluminescence liquid instead of ink to
confuse their predators. The glow in the dark, whether in the depths of the ocean or a
forest, invites us to delve deeperinto the secrets of life on Earth.

Global warming is the phenomenon of increasing average air temperature near the
surface of Earth over the past one to two centuries. Climate scientists have since the mid
20th century gathered detailed observation of various weather phenomena (such as
temperature, precipitation and storms) and of related influences on climate (such as
ocean currents and the atmosphere's chemical composition) these data indicate the
earth's climate has changed over almost every conceivable timescale since the beginning
of geologic time and that the influence of human activities since at least the beginning of
industrial revolution has been deeply woven into the very fabric of climate change. It
occurs when carbon dioxide and other air pollutants and greenhouse gases collect in the
atmosphere and absorb sunlight and solar radiation that have bounced off the earth's
surface. Normally, this radiation would escape into space but these pollutants, which can
last for years to centuries in the atmosphere, trap the heat and cause the planet to get
hotter. That's known as the green house effect.

Some of the remedial and control measures of global warming are reduction in
consumption of fossil fuels such as coal and petroleum, use of bio- gas plants, use of
nuclear power plants, increasing forest cover, use of unleaded petrol in automobiles and
installation of pollution controlling devices in automobiles and industries.

Google Ai Model Beats Humans in Detecting Breast Cancer

Google is developing artificial intelligence to help doctors identify breast cancer.
The model, which scans X-ray images known as mammograms, reduces the number of
false negatives by 9.4%. Today breast cancer is the second leading cause of death in
women; beat out only by lung cancer in its deadliness and overall prevalence. Early
detection is the best defence most people have in identifying and treating the disease.
While mammograms from more than 25,000 women in the UK and 3,000 women is the US
and tried to follow the same principles radiologists might follow. The team first trained Al
to scan X- ray images and then looked for signs of breast cancer by identifying changes in
the breasts of the 28,000 women. They checked the computer's gueses against the women
actual medical outcomes. Untimely, they were able to reduce false negative by 9.4% and
cut down false positive by 5.7% for women in the US. While researchers found that Al
outperformed doctors in identifying breast cancer in most cases, there were also instances
where doctors flagged cancer that the model originally missed. Google has been trying to
frame this project as one that will help radiologists, not replace them. Bringing the two
together could strengths the overall results. This is possible when science and technology
combines. Science is the pursuit of knowledge about the natural world through systematic
observation and experiments science is really about the process, not the knowledge itself.
It's a process that allows inconsistent human to learn in consistent, objective ways.
Technology is application of scientifically gained knowledge for practical purpose, whether
inour homes, business orinindustry.

It is a situation when employment is available but the worker is unwilling to work at the
prevailing rate of wages. This type of unemployment is not including in total
unemployment. Despite voluntary unemployment, a country may be in a state of full
employment.

Inflation

Inflation is a rise in the general level of prices of goods and services in a economy
over a period of time. When the general price level rises, each unit of currency buys fewer
goods and services. Therefore, inflation also reflects on erosion of purchasing power of
money. The word ‘inflation’ refers to General rise in Price Measured against a standard
level of Purchasing Power.

Main cause of Inflation

¢ Monetary Policy : It determines the supply of currency in the market. Excess supply of
money leads to inflation. Hence decreasing the value of the currency.

e Fiscal Policy : It monitors the borrowing and spending of the economy. Higher
borrowing (debt) result in increased taxes and additional currency printing to repay the
debt.

¢ Demand Pullinflation: Increase in prices due to the gap between the demand (higher)
and supply (lower).

e Cost Push Inflation: Higher prices of goods and service due to increased cost of
production.

Tax

Tax is a mandatory payment made by citizens to the Government to meet Government
expenditure. It is legally imposed by the Government on the tax payer cannot refuse to pay it
under any circumstances. In return of tax, the tax payer cannot expect any kind of services or
benefit from the Government.

Taxes are of two types : Direct Taxes or Indirect Taxes

businesses. The burden of these taxes can be shifted to others. These taxes are usually
included in the price of the product or service, and consumers indirectly pay them while
making purchases.

For Example : GST (Goods & Service Tax), Sales Tax, Excise Duty, Custom Duty etc. are indirect
taxes.

GST (Goods And Services Tax)

GST is an indirect tax which was introduced in India an 1 July 2017 and was applicable
throughout India which replaced multiple cascading taxes levied by the central and state
governments. It was introduced as, “The Constitution Act 2017” following the bassage of
constitution 122nd amendment act bill.

The GST is governed by a GST council and its chairman is the Finance Minister of India.
Under GST, goods and services and taxes at the following rates 0%, 5%, 12%, 18% and 28%.

GST was initially proposed to replace a slew of indirect taxes with a unfiled tax and was
therefore set to dramatically reshape the country’s 2 trillion dollar economy. It is to be noted
that France was the first country ot implement GST.

The four different types of GST in India are : Integrated Goods & Service Tax (IGST),
(SGST) State Goods & Service Tax, (CGST) Central Goods and Service Tax, Union Territory
Goods and Service Tax (UTGST).
